1 Engine guard, right hand 1
2 Engine guard, left hand 1
3 Reservoir bracket (Super Meteor only) 1
4 Fixing, M10 x 210mm 1
5 Fixing, M10 x 85mm 2
6 Fixing, M6 x 14mm (Super meteor only) 2
7 Clutch cable guide (Super meteor  only) 1
8 Spacer boss 22 x 7mm 4
9 Spacer boss 20 x 36.5mm (Shotgun 650 only) 2
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1 Remove the brake fluid reservoir (1) by removing the 
fixing (2). 
Without removing the reservoir from the hose, pinch the 
clip (3) and rotate the reservoir (1) by 180°.

2 Remove the engine mount fixing (1). Retain the nut for 
reuse. Retain the fixing and washer for reuse if the 
motorcycle is to be returned to its original condition.

3 Remove the right foot peg fixing (1). Retain the fixing for 
reuse if the motorcycle is to be returned to its original 
condition.
Repeat step 3 on the left side.

4 Align the right hand engine guard (1) with the upper 
engine mount. Position the 22 x 7mm spacer (2) from the kit 
between the right hand engine guard and the frame. Fit the 
M10 x 212mm fixing (3) from the kit.

Repeat step 4 on the left side.
Fit the nut (4) removed in step 2.
Do not fully tighten at this stage

Fitment on the Super Meteor:

14mm socket and ratchet

Long nose pliers
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Right hand side Left hand side
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5 Align the 22 x 7mm spacer (1) from the kit between the 
frame (2) and the right hand engine guard (3). Align the 
reservoir bracket (4) with the right hand engine guard. Fit 
the M10 x 85mm fixing (5) from the kit to secure the right 
hand engine guard.

Repeat step 5 on the left side without the brake reservoir 
bracket.

6 Tighten the fixing (1) to 70Nm.
Tighten the fixings (2) to 45Nm.
Repeat step 6 on the left side.

7 Fix the reservoir (1) on the reservoir bracket (2) using the 
M6 x 14mm fixing (3) from the kit.
Tighten the fixing (3) to 3Nm.

8 Fit the cable assembly (1) through the cable guide (2). Fix 
the cable guide on the existing reservoir bracket (3) using 
the M6 x 14mm fixing (4) from the kit.
Tighten the fixing (4) to 3Nm.

Loosely fit the M10 x 85 fixing (4) from the kit through the 
22 x 7mm spacer (5) from the kit to secure the right hand 
engine guard.
Repeat step 15 for left hand side.

Fitment on the Shotgun 650:
12 Remove the engine mount fixing (1). Retain the nut for 
reuse. Retain the fixing and washer for reuse if the 
motorcycle is to be returned to its original condition.
